Make sure you have all the
parts shown on these pages before beginning
to build your loft.

Which of the 5 lofts would you like to build? It may depend on where you want your loft to stand.

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MAINTAINING YOUR LOFT

Periodically inspect for cracks, breaks, loose
parts, missing parts, and/or malfunctions.
Check caps to be sure they remain tightly
screwed down. Remove the product from
service when any condition develops which
might make operation unsafe.

You can wash the wooden parts of your loft,
but remember, wood and water are natural
enemies. Don’t soak; work fast, use a stiff brush
with soap and water (or a detergent, as you
would for washing dishes).

When cleaning plastic surfaces, do not

use harsh detergents or cleansers. These
may scratch or mar the surface. Nontoxic
household plastic cleaners should work
well. Test a small patch of the plastic surface
before full application.
